HVS Registration processing on hold during Lockdown.

Please take note of the following message from the Club Registrar, Richard Dalziel.
Dear Members with cars on historic registration,

Service NSW has confirmed that HVS registrations are not considered to be "essential", so we have to wait until
after lockdown ends on 28 Aug to process our renewals in person.

We already have 3 months from the time our registrations expire until they are cancelled, so that should be
enough time (one would hope!) to allow us to attend a centre after lockdown.
